	The following highlights some points of interest. The tour runs a full day and includes lunch in the Colonial Zone, transportation (pick-up and drop-off at your hotel), English speaking guide, and all fees to monuments visited.

	Points of Interest
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	Columbus Lighthouse 


Modern monument, inagurated in 1992 to commemorate the 500 year arrival of Christopher Columbus. Contains multiple art galleries housing historical treasures from around the world, as well as the Columbus Mausoleum.
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	Metropolitan Cathedral Basilica of Santa María de la Encarnación 


First Cathedral of the Americas, built between 1520 and 1535; considered a renaissance inspired work of art.
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	Avenue of the Gentle Ladies
The oldest avenue in the Americas, built on request of the viceroy Diego Columbus (Christopher Columbus’s son) in 1509; connected various important structures of the time, and provided the Viceroy’s  

wife a place where she could parade the latest European fashions with her court.
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	National Pantheon 


Beautiful Rococo style structure, built in 1743 by the Jesuits as a church, now houses the remains of renown national heroes.. 


· In addition to the above, you will visit Columbus’s Alcazar (Palace), and the natural wonders of the Three Eyed Caves (subterranean  caves and lagoons, wonders of stalagmite and coral, containing an underground ferry).
